Rain and borehole water are filtered for
drinking, while treated grey water helps
sustain the waterhole and surrounding

landscape.

Every detail, from building materials to
fresh produce, is chosen with care for
the land and for local communities.
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Thornybush Nature Reserve’'s 14 000 hectares are characterised by
mixed woodland, savannah, seasonal rivers and open plains.

The terrain is diverse and scenic, with rocky outcrops, thickets and
waterholes attracting game throughout the day. The unfenced
boundary with the Kruger National Park allows for the free movement
of animals, creating a dynamic and ever-changing wilderness.
